It also 

includes a cover page designing and thematic photography competition. Best 

presentations and session chairs are also recognized. The second day ends with a 

scientific/general knowledge quiz where both students and staff members participate 

enthusiastically. The event culminates with a day-long departmental trip where students, 

staff and faculty get a chance to interact in a lighter setting.
